To begin with, you will need to have your Annual Comprehensive Facility Compliance
Evaluation (ACFCE) inspection sheet completed and on hand for filling out the annual report
questions. You will also need an up-to-date copy of the SWPPP for your site. With these two
tools you are almost unstoppable. Most of the information you need are these two locations!

a LRP or DAR you can now review and certify the annual report by selecting the check box
and entering your password and answering a security question. You will then need to select
“CERTIFY ANNUAL REPORT”. A conformation screen will pop up and you can print out a
copy for your records.

1. Use Explorer11 as your web browser.
SMARTS recommends using Explorer11 when using
SMARTS. While Explorer11 works for the most part, if
you are still encountering problems with logging onto
SMARTS, try using Google Chrome.
sometimes supports SMARTS better than Explorer11.
We suggest you don't use Firefox as your browser. [t
isn't as compatible with SMARTS as are Chrome and
Explorer11.

2. Stay logged in.

If you are working for an extended period of time on
SMARTS stay logged in. Logging out and re-logging
back in can cause the website to freeze up.

3. Try submitting your annual reporis on off hours of

SMARTS.

We have noticed that working on SMARTS on off hours
tends to speed up the website and have less problems
when maneuvering around the SMARTS system. But
we have also noticed that the webpage may be down
during the weekend and early in the morning as it is
